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Enemy of the State

Have you ever had to get up and speak after someone who
ust wowed the audience? You say to yourself, “How am |
supposed to follow that act? Where can | escape? This
would be a good time for the fire alarm to go off...” Well can
you imagine having to follow Moses? How about having his
mantle fall to you? This is precisely what happened to Josh-
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Twenty percent of the entire Bible is attributable to Him. Over
twenty-six percent if you are Jewish! Some 1400 years after
Moses died the Pharisees proudly declare themselves to be
disciples of Moses (John 9:28) and for good reason. Here’s
how Moses’ obituary reads-

Deuteronomy 34:10 And there arose not a prophet since in Israel
like unto Moses, whom the LORD knew face to face, 11 In all the
signs and the wonders, which the LORD sent him to do in the land
of Egypt to Pharaoh, and to all his servants, and to all his land, 12

And in all that mighty hand, and in all the great terror which Moses
shewed in the sight of all Israel.

We have just begun a sermon series on the book of Joshua.
Joshua had the pleasure of following in Moses’ footsteps.
Now it did not come as a surprise to Joshua. But I'm thinking
maybe Joshua might have preferred transition period where
Moses’ maybe starts declining in health and then maybe slow-
y hands over the reigns to Joshua a little bit at a time. You
know, where after a period of a year or two, he’s ready to go.
But no, instead, God basically says, “Joshua, Moses is dead.
Now rise up and finish the work that he started.” All he had
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was 30 days to grieve his death and bam, Josh is in charge with immediate or-
ders to boot! Do you think maybe Joshua had some uncertainty, maybe a little
self-doubt? Well the Lord immediately begins to encourage him. He says not
once, not twice, but three times be strong and courageous. He then goes on to
say-

...do not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the LORD your God is with you wherever you
go." (Joshua 1:9)

Why all this bravery talk? | think it is because the enemy of faith is not doubt,
but FEAR. Fear paralyzes us. It stops us dead in our tracks. It keeps us from
moving forward, or taking risks, or being adventurous. Fear nearly kept me
from saying hi to Bernadette (I thought she was a goddess). It kept me from
praying out loud in front of other people. It kept me from telling others about
Christ. It prevents people from doing something [good & wholesome] that they
have always wanted to do. It has prevented individuals from starting their own
business. It has prevented people from trying again after they failed (even
though they learned so much from the failure). Fear paralyzes. There may be
many good reasons to do or not do something. But fear should not be the um-
pire.

God is the umpire. When we have clear instruction from Him and an assur-
ance of His presence, then fear needs to be put in its place. Joshua has clear
instruction from God and then is told to be strong and courageous precisely be-
cause God would be with him. Until we as believers get a hold of the fact that
God will be with us as we move forward for Him, fear will win again and again.

This fear can materialize in many ways. It showed up in the Apostle Peter’s life
so much so that the Apostle Paul had to rebuke the Apostle Peter-

11 But when Peter came to Antioch, I had to oppose him publicly, speaking strongly
against what he was doing, for it was very wrong.

12 When he first arrived, he ate with the Gentile Christians, who don't bother with cir-
cumcision. But afterward, when some Jewish friends of James came, Peter wouldn't eat
with the Gentiles anymore because he was afraid of what these legalists would say.
Galatians 2:11,12 NLT

The Apostle Paul is publicly rebuking Peter for his hypocrisy. Peter was show-
ing favoritism to the Jewish believers because he was afraid of what they

would think if they saw him hanging out with the non-law abiding Gentiles. Pe-
ter was afraid of what others would think. Peter knew that Gentiles did not need
to observe Jewish customs. Peter knew that Gentiles were accepted by God
because of God’s love and mercy, not because of adherence to OT law. God’s
grace came to them by faith. He was perfectly willing to fellowship with them.
But when the Jewish brethren showed up, he got scared and uncomfortable.
Peter compromised (suspended) the truth out of fear. Let’s back up-

Peter spent three years with Jesus

Peter walked on water

Peter was part of the inner circle (Peter, James & John)

Peter preached at Pentecost where 3000 were converted

Peter was the undisputed leader of the early church

With all that, Peter still battled fear. I'll say it again- the enemy of faith is not
doubt, but fear. Doubt and fear are dealing with the same thing — the unseen or
unknown. Fear cripples us to not trust, to not have faith. Even an Apostle can
have fear. A God called, Spirit filled, miracle-working Apostle can have fear!
Folks, if Peter was susceptible, if he could fall and get back up, then maybe
there is hope for us too. Let’s put fear in its place.

I

....wrote an article last week on 6 Things Church Members Need to Know
About Pastor Burnout. One paragraph caught my wife’s eye. She called it
the most important part of the piece.

One of the heaviest burdens of ministry is the burden of knowing: knowing
who’s hurting, knowing whose marriage is about to implode, knowing whose
kid is heading to rehab, knowing who really sent that anonymous note. The
burden of knowing cannot be delegated. Nor can your pastor easily offload
it when turning into the driveway each evening.

I once read this piece of leadership advice: the writer suggested finding a
spot on the way home—a bridge, a driveway, a shopping center—and con-
sciously “dump” the day’s load there. In doing so, the cares of work or min-
istry are not taken home to be a mental distraction from any family time that
evening.

If it was only that easy every single day.

Being a pastor makes one the recipient of a lot of information, much of it on
the level of “Classified.” People confide to their pastors at depths sometimes
hard to fathom. Once a man I did not know stopped by my office very, very
distraught. After a lot of stalling the man finally said that his father had, dec-
ades before, helped deliver a girlfriend’s unwanted baby, smothered it, then
buried it on a beach somewhere in South Carolina.

Not exactly how I envisioned the day going when I woke up that morning.

On another occasion a very upset man played me an audio tape of a conver-
sation he’d had with his father. In it his father admitted to killing a woman
(possibly a sex-trade victim) in wartime after, I think, she’d stolen some-
thing from a fellow soldier.

On other occasions people have told me about affairs, near affairs, prob-
lematic kids, raging parents, financial woes, job problems, porn addictions,
abuse, spouses who’d “had it up to here,” and divorce filing before it was
common knowledge.

In addition to direct confessions there is information a pastor finds out indi-
rectly from hall-talk, concerned neighbors, Sunday School/small group lead-
ers, deacons, other staff, and other pastors. The list is long and ever changing.

This unceasing flow of secret information can create a very heavy burden.
What happens if I accidentally let something slip?

How do I get counsel without breaking my word?

Is there even anything I should do other than pray?

How can he/she be so blind to the obvious answer? Why won'’t they listen?
What am I supposed to do?

I’ve only preached about this 50 times.

As long as there are pastors and as long as there are people with problems
there will be secrets to keep...
